Since then he has relo-

cated to Lancaster County. Pastor Ricardo Laboy along 

with his wife Marilyn have rented a 4 bedroom home in the 

Columbia area, to get mostly men off the streets and back 

on track with life. 

 

 Here if POTBM cannot shelter you we will try and 

locate a facility for you or direct the person in need to 

proper channels and organizations that also participate in 

helping those who just need a break, Love and guidance in 

the right direction.
